Editor’s Comment

2004 marks Calvert’s celebration of its 350th

anniversary as a county separated out from
St. Mary’s.  Arthur Storer, a friend of Isaac
Newton and the first astronomer in the
colonies, was an early Calvert resident.

On August 14, 1682, looking westward at
dawn over the Patuxent, he appears to have
been the first to see what is now known as
Halley’s Comet (after the person who
predicted its return), but was for years
called ‘Storer’s Comet.  His notes say the
comet stayed visible until Sept. 18, 1682.

In 1680 Storer gave his most poetic
description of an earlier comet: “It was a
very great amazement …to see a long
bright stream in form like a sword streaming
from the horizon about 30 degrees in
altitude…so nearly after sunset.”

His naked-eye discoveries point to the
clarity of air over the Patuxent River – and
challenge us to care for that clarity today.
